Bar Beach Student Accommodation 

Accommodation Agreement.

Please be advised that the following Code of Conduct and Guidelines to Behaviour apply to all students in all properties. The Code of Conduct and Guidelines of Behaviour are in place to ensure the safety, comfort and amenity of all students/lodgers, and also to ensure all students enjoy a happy lifestyle, study to the best of their abilities and enjoy a prosperous and pleasant stay in Newcastle and at Newcastle University. The Code of Conduct and Guidelines to Behaviour are part of the Agreement and are enforceable. Students are lodgers not tenants.  Please respect the privacy and individual rights of all students/lodgers, neighbours and management and maintain reasonable noise levels.  Remember that you are representing your country, family, city and university at all times. Management has the right to terminate this Accommodation agreement at any time if a student/lodger displays antisocial behaviour or fails to respect other students.
If there are questions or concerns regarding this Code of Conduct or Guidelines to Behaviour please discuss with management. 
Termination: 

Management or their representatives have the right to terminate this Accommodation Agreement at any time if rent is in arrears or lodger displays antisocial behaviour, or fails to respect other lodgers. If the rent is in arrears, management has the right to not only terminate your lodging agreement automatically and your possessions will be removed and stored for one month and then disposed of.

Safety/Security

Security of the premises is of utmost importance.  Please ensure all doors and windows are locked and secure when leaving the house, and when going to bed at night.  

This is for your safety, to protect your valuables and those of fellow students as well as the property of management.  It is recommended that students insure their contents / valuables as management’s insurance does not cover students’ personal belongings. 
In Australia it is a criminal offence to tamper with any fire fighting systems and appliances, including smoke detectors.  These have been installed for the safety of the students/lodgers. 

General Rules that will apply during your stay

· Please do not leave lights on when you go out.

· Please do not leave cooking appliances unattended at any time.

· Electric blankets and room heaters are forbidden

· One student/lodger per room unless authorised by management

· NO SMOKING in or on the property.  All properties are for non-smokers.

· Behaviour/conduct by any student which threatens, intimidates or interferes with another student’s physical or psychological wellbeing will not be tolerated.  Offending students/lodgers’ agreements will be cancelled.

· Illegal substance (drug use or possession of) will not be tolerated and will be immediately reported to the authorities.

· No pets

Visitors

· Students are responsible for their visitors

· Visitors are not permitted on the property between 10pm and 7am

· Visitors are not permitted to drink alcohol on the property

· Visitors are not permitted to use any of the facilities except toilets 

Alcohol and Parties 

· Alcohol is permitted.  A low level of alcohol use is expected and appreciated.
· Drunken behaviour will not be tolerated and offenders will have their Agreements cancelled.

· Parties are not permitted on the property at any time.  There are to be no “end of semester”/ “end of exams” parties.

· Management are very happy to advise, assist and recommend various local venues where students can meet with their friends to celebrate milestones, goals and achievements. 

· Visitors/guests are not permitted to drink alcohol at any time on the property.

Laundry
So that other students can use the laundry facilities: - 

· Please remove laundry from washing machine after cycle is complete

· Please remove laundry from clothes line and dryer after it is dry 
Keys: 
· Lost keys incur a $25 replacement fee 

· Keys locked in rooms will incur a $10 fee
Cleaning: 
Please clean up after yourself and help maintain the tidiness of common areas.  A roster system is suggested.  Regular inspections of the property are mandatory under Newcastle City Council, fire, and health service regulations.  Kitchens must be kept clean and tidy as dirty dishes will attract vermin and cockroaches to the property.

Please ensure that your room and the property is left clean, tidy and hygienic at the end of your stay.  
Garbage: 
· Bins with yellow lids are for recyclables- plastics, glass, papers and are emptied by Newcastle City Council, fortnightly.

· Please empty garbage bins from the kitchen into the external bins and replace plastic liners. The external bins are emptied weekly.
Maintenance, Breakages, Damage:
· Please report all maintenance issues to management immediately so they can be repaired and rectified for student/ lodger use and convenience.
· Please take care of all items belonging to the property and management and replace breakages and report them to management.
· Pictures, posters, photos, blue tag, sticky tape, etc: are not permitted on walls.
· Vandalism and intentional damage to property (anybodies) will result in immediate cancellation of the student’s Agreement.
· Students will be responsible and liable for damage caused by their Visitors.
· Damage not attributed to an individual will be equally shared by all students.
· Please do not put your feet up on lounges, chairs, etc 
Access to Rooms and the Property: 
As this property is a lodging house/accommodation, management holds mastery over the room and the property and have the right to enter at any time without notice, and at their discretion for any reason including renovations, repairs and maintenance. Common sense will prevail, and notice will be attempted at all times where possible.

Questions or Problems: 
Management is genuinely here to help and to ensure all students have a memorable and pleasant experience in Newcastle.  Please don’t hesitate to ask any questions or to ask for help or communicate any problems you may have to management. 
At the End of Your Stay: 
Please ensure that your room and the property is left clean and tidy, floors/carpets are cleaned and left in a hygienic state for the next student.
I have read and understood the lodgers’ agreement and recognise the legal right to the owner and management to alter any of the conditions of the lodgers’ agreement or to terminate the lodgers’ agreement at anytime.
